The major activities that | have been involved in this year include:

Designed and coordinated construction efforts to rehabilitate the laboratory spaces for the
Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Prepared and submitted documentation necessary for the Water Utility to receive a Homeland
Security Critical Infrastructure Grant from the State of Wisconsin Office of Justice Assistance in
the amount of $119,255. The grant money will be utilized to install additional security cameras
and monitoring equipment at the Water Production Plant, booster pumping stations and elevated
storage tanks.

Teamed with supervisors for the Wastewater Treatment Division to develop a comprehensive
maintenance management program (CM?P) to schedule and track maintenance activities for
treatment plant assets.

Developed and implemented a well management program designed to track well abandonment
and to make sure that property owners desiring to retain their private wells received the proper
well operating permit.

Provided direct management oversight of the Engineering, GIS and Wastewater Treatment
divisions.

Coordinated efforts to rehabilitate the office spaces for Engineering, GIS and Distribution
divisions.
